Tuesdays: Monument Street, Cherry Street, to Danvers, Beverly and Topsfield town lines
and all streets in between.

Each residence is issued a 35 gallon Town of Wenham black container for household waste
(non-compostable or recyclable waste) and a green organic waste container.
Additionally, 1 Large item is allowed to be put out each week (no metal or wood).

Additional trash can be put out in official Town of Wenham green trash bags which can be
purchased at Aubuchon’s in North Beverly or Crosby’s in Hamilton.

Organic waste must be in the green Wenham barrel.

Single stream recyclables can be put out in any container with a “Recyclable” sticker on the
container. Stickers are available from the Town Clerk.

All trash, compost and recyclables must be at the curb by 7am on pick up day.

Simplerecycling.com pink bags need to be out at curb before 7am on your trash day. Call them
at 1-866-835-5068 for more information.
